When and where will the rehearsals take place? 
The first rehearsal for 2023-24 Season will take place on Saturday, 23rd September 
10am - 3-30pm at Ullswater Community College, Penrith. 

This will be followed by three more rehearsals at the same time and venue on:  
25th November   •   10th February   •   16th March

Rehearsals immediately prior to the performance will take place at Carlisle Cathedral 
on: Friday, 19th April at 7pm and Saturday, 20th April - 2pm - 5pm. 

•  Additional rehearsal opportunity: Andrew will provide on-line support for all voices. 
This will be available to members through a designated portal on the Cumbria Singers 
website.
